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I've struggled to find a good overview of contemporary art that’s not just a chronological listing; the
date artwork was created isn’t really the most important factor, so why organize a book that way? |
find the chapters in Themes of Contemporary Art, organized thematically, to be extremely relevant:
science, the body, time, place, for example. The authors handle some topics with a greater degree
of understanding than others. Place and The Body, for example, are well fleshed out (so to speak).
However, the chapter on Identity is perfunctory and lacks a deeper understanding of the myriad
issues facing people who are immigrants, displaced, or marginalized. A few other chapters lack
written coherency and are almost reduced to lists of artists and concepts that can somehow be tied
to the broader theme.Overall, despite these flaws, this book provides a good thematic overview and
is best suited for those without a strong prior grasp of the global contemporary art scene. It's a fine

introduction which does not wallow in artspeak.
