But she and her housemate Vi are totally responsible and able to take care of

themselves. How they ended up Ã¢â‚¬Å“Skipping SchoolÃ¢â‚¬Â• (#3), Ã¢â‚¬Å“Buying a Hot

TubÃ¢â‚¬Â• (#4), and, um, Ã¢â‚¬Å“Harboring a FugitiveÃ¢â‚¬Â• (#7) is a mystery to them.To get

through the year, April will have to juggle a love triangle, learn to do her own laundry, and accept

that her carefully constructed world just might be falling apart . . . one

thing-she-shouldnÃ¢â‚¬â„¢t-have-done at a time.
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I have to admit that I put off reading this novel for a while because I was worried that it would be all

about illicit behavior and sex, but I was pleasantly surprised to find out that it really

wasnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t.

This YA novel doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t give

the reader play-by-play erotic descriptions, but rather just brushes over the act, as it should. I was

very thankful for this, especially as IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m noticing that many YA novels are now

leaning towards more explicit descriptions of the act in their books, and thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s not

something I want to read about in my novels, especially a YA book.

This made the story very endearing to me, as well as the superb

characterization, hilarious situations, and fabulous morals. Mlynowski is an outstanding writer and I

will definitely be reading more of her work!
