In Overthrow, Stephen Kinzer tells the stories of the
audacious politicians, spies, military commanders, and business executives who took it upon
themselves to depose monarchs, presidents, and prime ministers. He also shows that the U.S.
government has often pursued these operations without understanding the countries involved; as a

While getting into some interesting history, author Stephen
Kinzer doesn’t get into the weeds but rather provides a nice overview for each of the events he
covers.Kinzer covers US-led regime change events from Hawaii to the recent Iraq war.

In many ways this book was an eyeopener for me. Stephen Kinzer selects 14 scenarios to remind
us that GWB invasion of Irag was not a first. In most cases the overthrows were executed at least
partly at the behest of American industry in post colonial situations around the world starting in 1893
in Hawaii. In other cases the main reason was to implement a political change or American
doctrines. Some overthrows may have been profitable in the short term but most have had a
negative effect in the long run and delayed the development of nations towards independence and
democracy. The book was first published in 2006 when we could only guess the long time effect of
the Iraq invasion but many scholars consider the ISIS uprising in Syria and Iraq to be among the
more or less direct consequences. The book answers in part the question that so many Americans

ask themselves: Why do they hate us?
